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In 2009-10 the actual cost of educating a 
student was approximately $12,000/year. 
In order to provide a religious education at 
an affordable cost the Washington New 
Church Trustees set tuition at less than 
half the actual annual cost.  Tuition for the 
2010-2011 school year has been set at 
$5200.00, which reflects a modest increase 
over last year.
