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From the Pastor

Wow! Graduation time already! Did it seem liksleort year to
you, too, or is it just me?

If you are involved with our church school you vk getting lots
of mail about year-end activities, so | won’t dwetl those, but I'd
like to share a passage from Heaven & Hell that beayelated.
We read,

“There is an association of all in heaveadoordance with
spiritual affinities, which are those of good andth in
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their order.... Because of this, angels who areka djood
and truth recognize each other as relatives bydoéol
marriage do on earth, just as if they had knowih edicer
from infancy” (HH 205).

Well, as you know, many of us in this church (aM@ST small
churches everywher@ye relatedby blood and marriage, but the
wonderful thing about this teaching is that it el=s the concept
to spiritualrelationships based on goods and truths, i.eytaah
agreement of charity and faith. This is what makeschurch a
home for us. And this is why it is or can be sbgtful to spend
time together. And the link to education is thighat through the
work of instructing and encouraging our childrerihiase spiritual
things we are drawn ever closer together in anradeé form that
literally descends from heaven.

This of course is the reason for a New Church comtyuand it is
one reason why we can be grateful for the ongoewgldpment of
Acton Park.

OK, now let’s talk about June 19" for a minute. This is one of
the more curious aspects of New Church teaching tten think
of and it's worth an analytical review.

First, what is it? In FOUR places in the book, Tmae Christian
Religion, #4, 108, 339 and 791, we are told thad @ertain day in
history (June 18th, 1770) the Lord gathered togetieetwelve
disciples who had followed Him in the world, ané tREXT day
“sent them throughout the whole spiritual worldptoclaim the
Gospel that the Lord God Jesus Christ reigns....”

What? Did He not reign until then? What's thigpat?

Well, yes, of course He reigned! From the timéicf
glorification and ascension into heaven after thugifixion He has
ruled throughout heaven and hell, governing theelnig His
wisdom and controlling the evil spirits in His mgiso that order
was restored there, and free will was assureddople on earth.

But up until 1770 one thing was still lacking, ahdt was the

wisdom and insight to defend the fundamental trofithe Word

from the distortions of various religious leadensl ghe scorn of
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secular humanists. The result was that many wednimng
Christians were led astray or confused by arguntéeiscould not
counter, and so, despite their commitment to livéhe Word they
were unable to see clearly how to do so.

This was compounded by the fact that the distostware
confirmed from the literal sense of the Word, whilsbse people
dared not dispute. So generation after generafiomen and
women joined the church and also entered the saintorld in a
more or less conflicted state and, lacking fulralation, were not
able to enter fully into the life of heaven. Stihey were protected
and kept in an affirmative spiritual state so tivaen the promised
revelation came, they could receive it.

But wait. Isn’t everyone who enters the spiritwalrld almost
automatically enlightened by the love and wisdorthefLord?
What barriers might possibly remain?

Answer: the same barriers as before! You seagthldimitations
to our learning are not outside of us but withWE have to be
convinced of something before we can accept itd that
conviction has to come in freedom, by reason aneXmpgrience.
In other words, good information not only has tgobevided, it
has to be processed effectively in the contexhioigs learned
while in the world, and this therefore has to beawhile the
natural memory is still active, as it is in thetiali states of the life
after death.

This is where the date of Juné™ 2770, has special significance,
for this was the date when Emanuel Swedenborg aiagphis
book, The True Christian Religiora comprehensive summary of
all the major doctrines of the New Church, repleiid proof
passages from the Scriptures. The publicatiohisfliook at last
made it possible for all those in the natural gmdtsal worlds

who were unsettled in their faith to get a cleademstanding based
on the Word and move on.

It may be hard for us to appreciate how criticéd thias, but if you
talk to any newcomer who has fouhlde True Christian Religion
after years of searching, you will get a sense, @nd of the great
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joy and relief that may come when all the greaturmiiums of the

Christian Church are opened up and

We here at the WashingtanQthurch
School are pretty proud of our students’ growth smckcess but so
are other good schools. Why do small congregatrahse New
Church education so much that they risk a gredttdesaustain
schools of only 40 or 50 children? Why do we thivikre so
special? This question is being asked all ove@éeeral Church
right now.

| recently heard someone say in defense of Newdhenlucation
that “The New Church and its Schools provide gjpait
nourishment to a hungry world”. Let’s think abdliat from a
natural perspective. We all know that the humarybudst have
food in a consistent quantity and in enough varietyneet the
needs of the whole body. The Lord provides us entbrything
we need to grow and be healthy. Our job is to m®and ingest
this food — simple... right? Well, like most thingis¥en to us by
the Lord, we think we know a better way (rememberftuit from
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil?). Qkerlast several
hundred years, people had found that food yieldsdcoe
increased by adding artificial fertilizers or cheals. Raw food
could be made more palatable by stripping awayss&ird
bleaching out some of the color or by adding sadt sugar to
entice people (children especially) to eat mor#. of

It didn’t take long for us to realize that somethimas missing.
Children were suffering from diseases caused amiit
deficiencies like rickets. Again, we thought weettna better way
than the raw food given by the Lord and we manufact vitamins
and minerals that we could layer on the food oe taka pill form
so that we could continue to enjoy the food we Iacbme
accustomed to. One could argue that our modemh lies
extended our lifespan and grown generations ohgthealthy
children. But there have been hidden costs —asa®in heart
disease, diabetes, obesity. Some will debatenbaty of our other
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problems, ADHD, allergies, autism (the list goe$ can be linked
to the poor quality and additives in food.

So what does this have to do with the church ahdd@ Spiritual
nourishment is also given to us by the Lord as goaditruth in an
infinite variety of forms. Our job is to gatherchspiritually ingest
them properly to meet our spiritual needs. But mgas humans
are wont to do, we are sure we know a better viggyme truths
aren’t so appealing so we strip them of some af tfsue; reduce
them to purely natural knowledge — moral or cikiths. We insert
our own ideas (like pesticides and hormones) socame'grow”
our own “truths”. We have elevated the acquisitdmatural
knowledge above spiritual knowledge and calleavistiom”.
Society tends to value a Harvard education oveit wigamight get
at the Bryn Athyn College.

Still many have realized that there is somethingsmig in this
approach to education; so they will supplementrshai their
children’s education with weekly church and Sunsi@yool. But
why stop there? We now have available for oursedwesour
children (and anyone who is seeking) quality, catglbalanced,
comprehensive spiritual nourishment. Sure, yougraw a 6 foot
boy on hot dogs and Twinkies but why would you laat if you
knew that his long term physical and mental heatthld be better
if you gave him quality food. Why continue to skiran spiritual
nourishment or even serve up tasty but empty knigeevhen we
have an infinite, colorful, nourishing variety ofiths available in
the three-fold Word?

Is it true that the New Church and its Schoolsmavide spiritual
nourishment to a hungry world? | believe so, mlya we value
spiritual truth enough to support the churchessatbols where
they are taught.
